Result
Result will be declared on the next day of the Entrance Test.
Fee Deposit
Fees* should be deposited within a week after declaration of result.
Refund of Fee
Fees* once deposited will not be refunded in any case.

Academic Session
The academic session begins in the month of July and ends in the month of April.

Attendance
All students must put in at least 75 percent attendance during the semester. Those falling short of 75 percent attendance will not be allowed to appear for the examination.
Assessment
Assessment will be done on the basis of a weekly submission, class test, Internal examination and overall participation in various activities like presentation, workshop, exhibition.
Examination
Internal examination in the mid of the semester.
Semester end examination conducted by University and evaluated by a panel of examiners from outside.

Withdrawal from College
A student wishing to withdraw his/her name from the Institute must do so formally in writing. He/she is liable to pay all fees and other college dues until his/her name is formally withdrawn.
